Rev 18:4

derous, without self-control, brutal, not lovers of the good, 4 treacherous, rash, conceited, lovers of pleasure
rather than lovers of God-- 5 having a form of godliness but denying its power. Have nothing to do with them.

If this doesn’t describe our day and age, I don’t know what does.
Wake up, God implores us to grow up in the faith.

John 4:35
Do you not say, ‘Four months more and then the harvest’? I tell you, open your eyes and look at the fields! They
are ripe for harvest.

2nd Corinthians 9:8
